- In 2017, the system of protected ar-
eas in Russia will celebrate its centenary
and in connection with this anniversa-
1y, as provided for in the decrees of the
President of Russian Federation Vladimir
Putin, the country will carry out simul-
taneously The Year of Protected Areas
and The Year of Ecology. On the eve of
these events, in 2015-2016, the Ministry
of Natural Resources and Environment
of RF and the Russian Committee for
UNESCO Program “Man and the Bio-
sphere” (MAB) undertook a number of
joint activities aimed at strengthening
and further developing of the Network
of Biosphere Reserves (BR) in Russia.

On the initiative of the Ministry, All-
Russian conference “UNESCO Biosphere
Reserves in Russia: Current Status and
Prospects for Development” was held
in Sochi (December 8-9, 2015) for the
Ministry staff and representatives of the
state natural BRs, the number of which
in Russia has reached 41, as well as for
MAB National Committees of Belarus,
Kazakhstan and the Russian Federation.
A detailed resolution which contained
recommendations to the Ministry, the
Russian MAB Committee and to the
governmental agencies engaged in BR
management was adopted following the
discussion.

Taking into account the preparations
for the Fourth World Congress of the
BRs (Peru, Lima, March 14-17,2016), the
meeting in Sochi gave careful considera-
tion to the draft of The Lima Action Plan
for UNESCO’s Man and the Biosphere
(MAB) Programme and its of the World
Network of Biosphere Reserves for 2016-
2025. Tt was recommended that the

registered by the Organizing Committee
of the Congress. Thus, we can assume that
the discussion in Sochi helped Russian
representatives to well prepare for the
Congress in Lima, to convey to the par-
ticipants the results of their many years of
work in accordance with the recommen-
dations of the BR Congresses in Minsk
(1983) Seville (1995), Madrid (2008).

- The Fourth World Congress of the
BRs in Lima brought together more than
1,500 experts from 90 countries par-
ticipating in the World Network of Bio-
sphere Reserves. The main objective of
the Congress was the creation of a new
vision of development of the BRs within
MAB Programme for the next decade in
view of the implementation of previously
adopted documents, such as the Seville
Strategy, Statutory Framework of the
World Network of Biosphere Reserves
(1995), Madrid Action Plan (2008 -
2013) and the MAB Programme Strategy
for 2015-2025, approved by the 38th ses-

of RF. It was also attended by the staff of
the Ministry, the Russian MAB Commit-
tee, Commission of the Russian Federa-
tion for UNESCO, the Expert Council for
Protected Areas, heads and specialists of
15 BRs. The meeting addressed the MAB/
UNESCO Secretariat’s critical comments
on the BR zoning and governance in
Russia. At the same time, UNESCO’s re-
marks to the Russian BRs are mainly due
to the peculiarities of their zoning (often
they do not, as expected, have three ap-
proved and properly located zones - core,
buffer and transition), to the lack of me-
dium-term management plans and coor-
dination mechanisms for the whole BR’s
territory, not only in the “core” area, and
also to the weak cooperation with the lo-
cal population, whose representatives
should be included in BR management
bodies. After the presentations of the 15
BRs and the discussion that followed, it
was agreed that, in response to the MAB
/ UNESCO comments made by the Sec-
retariat, not only the 15 but all other
Russian BRs will prepare the required
information in the shortest possible time
and by the end of the 2016 year will send
it to the MAB / UNESCO Secretariat to
protect their high international status.

Vestnik UNESCO: What are the first
steps to be taken?

- Stressing the need to correct the de-
ficiencies, Ms. Meriem Bouamrane noted
that, in fact, Russian BRs good look, com-
pared with other countries, but the coun-
try’s capacity need to be more actively used
for further development of established BR
network and its participation in interna-
tional cooperation.

eign participants of the World Network of
Biosphere Reserves are not well informed
about the work and achievements of the
Russian BRs. The Ministry of Natural Re-
sources and Environment of RF, the Rus-
sian National Commission for UNESCO
and the Russian MAB Committee should
focus on the preparation of information
materials and their broader dissemination,
including in the CIS countries, as well as
on strengthening cooperation with UN-
ESCO in the coming years. In Russia to-
day there are more than 13,000 protected
areas of various categories, including 103
state nature reserves, 48 national parks
and 64 nature parks, which are created
and managed directly by the Russian Fed-
eration entities (among them, the only one
natural park “Volga-Akhtuba floodplain”
in Volgograd region was included into the
World Network of Biosphere Reserves).
On this basis we can confidently assume
that after the approval of the necessary le-
2al framework to ensure the effective func-
tioning of this unique category of protect-
ed areas proposed by UNESCO 40 years
ago, a major expansion of the network of
BRs in Russia to happen. This will help to
improve environmental protection and
sustainable development of different areas,
but this is a serious challenge which can be
successfully addressed only on condition
of close interaction between the Ministry
of Natural Resources and Environment of
RF, the Russian National Commission for
UNESCO, Russian MAB Committee and
more active involvement of local authori-
ties. Various activities to mark the 100th
anniversary of the protected areas system
in Russia should be aimed to achieve these
tasks.
